On Wednesday 2nd July, the Infant school will be hosting their Sports’ Day carousel of events across the morning. It would be great if you could attend to support and encourage all participants in this enjoyable occasion. We are looking to begin at approximately 9:30am and finish at approximately 11:30am. Children will then return to class with staff allowing all parents to depart.

If any parent needs the toilet, please use the staff toilets. If any pre-school age sibling needs the toilet they must be accompanied by an adult. Please use the disabled toilet only and not the children’s toilets. Please ensure all visitors go through the main entrance to use the toilet. 
Children should come to school in their school PE kit with suitable footwear for racing. They also need a sunhat and their water bottle. Sunscreen can be applied before coming to school, should it be required.   Please keep an eye on the weather forecast – things can be quite unpredictable at this time of year.
